ATHLETIC REGISTRATION PROCESS

1. Register ONLINE through the KSD Athletic Registration portal - FinalForms: Parent/Guardian will create an online family
profile. Once profile is created, parent/guardian must follow the steps to register their student athlete for a specific sport.

2. Physical Exam Procedures for Athletes: The KSD Preparticipation History and Physical Examination form must be
completed and signed/dated by a medical practitioner to be valid. Athletes are responsible for completing their physical
exam at their own expense.

A current physical examination must be completed prior to participation at the middle school level (grades 6-8). It should
be dated AFTER JUNE 1st OF THE 5th GRADE YEAR.

A current physical examination must be completed prior to participation at the senior high level (grades 9-12). It
should be dated AFTER JUNE 1st OF THE 7th GRADE YEAR.

The best practice for student-athletes is to obtain the physical examination after June 1st of the 5th grade year, 7th grade
year, 9th grade year and 11th grade year.

Physicals are valid for up to 24 months from the date of the examination if all guidelines are met. Physical expiration dates
must extend beyond the respective WIAA season ending date. Expiration dates occurring within a sports season shall
require a new examination prior to that season.

Once the form is completed, it can be uploaded into FinalForms or turned into the athletic administrative assistance or
building athletic director.

The building athletic director reviews the Athletic Registration & Physical Form to see that it is accurate and COMPLETE.

4. RETURN TO PLAY - To resume participation following an illness and/or injury serious enough to require medical care by a
doctor, a student athlete must present a completed and signed KSD RETURN TO PLAY FORM to the building Athletic
Director.

CONDUCT AND CONTROL FOR STUDENT-ATHLETES

Kent School District is committed to the educational development of students through athletics and activities. We believe a
properly controlled, well-organized, education-based program can meet student needs for self-expression, and social, mental,
and physical growth. Our goal is to conduct programs that are educationally sound in purpose and will enhance each student's
personal growth.

A student who elects to participate in education-based activities is voluntarily making a choice of self-discipline and sacrifice.
These are the reasons we place such stress on good living habits. Failure to comply with the rules and conduct code means
exclusion from these events. With the overall goal of educational development, this activities/athletics code is designed to
establish a reasonable, high standard for participation in education-based athletics and activities that empower our
participants to make appropriate decisions. Participants in these programs are in a position of leadership representing
themselves, their families, teams, school, district, and community.

To be eligible for participation, Family ID registration will include an agreement to be signed by the student athlete and parent
verifying they have read the Code of Conduct. It will be in effect for the school year in which the student participates, including
school sponsored summer programs. The appropriate sanctions, as described in this procedure, will be applied during the
seasons of participation. Any student having registered and/or participated in the athletic program is subject to the Code of
Conduct.

For a student to enjoy the privilege of participation in education-based athletics and activities, they agree to obey and be
bound by the rules of Washington Interscholastic Activities Association (WIAA), Kent School District, their school of
participation, and the coaches/advisors.

ATHLETIC ELIGIBILITY
Before being allowed to participate in practice or athletic contests, every athlete must be registered through the KSD Athletic
Registration link and cleared by the school athletic office. To be cleared for participation, the registration must include:

Possession or Use of Legend Drugs and Controlled Substances or Sale of Alcohol, Legend Drugs and Controlled Substances:

First Offense

A participant shall initially become ineligible for all activities or athletic competition for the remainder of the season. However,
a participant who seeks and receives help for a problem with use of legend drugs, controlled substances, or controlled
substance analogs shall be given the opportunity for assistance through the school and/or community agencies. In no instance
should participation in a school and/or community approved assistance program excuse a student from subsequent
compliance with this regulation. However, successful utilization of such an opportunity by the student may allow him/her to
have eligibility restored in the program, pending recommendation by the school. A minimum penalty shall be in effect, no less
than that of a 1st offense for Alcohol (See Table Above).

Offenses Occurring at School or a School-Sponsored Event: Code of Conduct violation consequences will take effect when the
student has returned to school after any type of school suspension time.

Second Offense

A participant who commits a second violation shall be ineligible for competition for a period of one (1) calendar year from tse



8th grade at the middle school level.

Students not meeting the WIAA, and Kent School District Scholastic Standards will be subject to the following sanctions:

A student that has not completed the previous semester as a full-time student must first complete a semester as a full-time
student before being eligible to compete for Kent School District.

A student shall be enrolled and in regular attendance within the first 15 school days in a semester or ten (10) school days in
a trimester at the start of the current semester/trimester in order to participate in interscholastic contests during the
current semester/trimester. An enrolled student who receives semester/trimester grades will be considered to have been
in attendance for that semester/trimester unless they are withdrawn from school.

High School

A student will be placed on academic probation at the start of the fall sport season if they failed to meet the WIAA grade
requirements of 18.8.4 or the Kent School District scholastic standard (2.0 GPA or AGPA) in the second semester or the
third trimester of the previous school year.

The probationary period for a fall athlete will end on the fourth Saturday in September. If the athlete fails to meet the
academic standards of rule 18.8

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his/her appearance, the display of sexually suggestive objects or pictures, or any offensive or abusive physical contact.

1 Demand a sports environment for my child that is free from drugs, tobacco and alcohol and will refrain from their use
at all school events.

1 Remember that the game is for student-athletes - not adults - and participating in sports is primarily for the enjoyment
of the game.

Do my very best to make athletic participation fun for my child.
Ask my child to treat other players, coaches, fans and officials with respect regardless of race, sex, creed or ability.
Help my child enjoy the athletic experience by being a respectful fan.

Help kids and their coaches by cheering from the sidelines only to applaud and encourage them.

Work with coaches to teach kids that the bad calls and good calls even out, in sports as in life. Similarly, helping kids
see that, in sports as in life, they will sometimes play well and lose, or play poorly and win.

TEAM PHILOSOPHY

In accordance with our overall athletic philosophy and our desire to see as many student-athletes as possible
participate in the athletic program, coaches are encouraged to keep as many student-athletes as they can without
affecting or compromising the int

to full return to play status. These services can be performed by an approved licensed health care provider of your choice
(Medical Doctor, Doctor of Osteopathy, Advanced Registered Nurse Practitioner, Physician’s Assistant or Licensed Certified
Athletic Trainer) trained in the evaluation and management of concussion injury. If the provider of your choice is unfamiliar
with the 5-step exertion testing, they can refer the injured athlete to Olympic Sport and Spine. Olympic Sport and Spine
contracts with the Kent Schools to support our athletics and are able to provide concussion return to play assessments.

EQUIPMENT

School equipment checked out by the student athlete is the student’s responsibility. The student athlete is expected to keep it
clean and in good condition. Athletes will be responsible for lost school equipment assigned to them.

Students attending commercial camps or clinics during summer must provide their own equipment and uniforms unless
specifically authorized by the Director of Athletics and the District Risk Manager.

TRAVEL RULES FOR ATHLETES
